DonorNet Organ Offers
Experienced coordinators assigned to your organ transplant center will be on-call to respond to DonorNet organ offers.  Smart phones, text pagers and email are used to provide redundancy for DonorNet notifications minimizing missed calls. 

Using organ specific rule-out criteria developed by your transplant team, all organ offers will be screened.  Patient specific or center wide refusal codes will be entered into DonorNet for all organs not meeting criteria.  Organ offers ruled in will be summarized and succinctly reviewed with the clinician on-call at your center, only when your center is either primary or first back-up.

Our coordinators have the clinical expertise to realize when important donor information is missing and will call the onsite donor coordinator to obtain it prior to waking you with the organ offer.  Moreover, we can request that your center’s clinical protocols for donor management be implemented at the time of acceptance.
 Our goal is to become a seamless part of your team working closely with your clinicians, local OPO coordinators and transportation providers.  We will customize services to meet your needs.
Benefits
